The sequence of events in a story.  It includes the exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, and resolution.


The part of the story that establishes setting, identifies characters, and introduces the basic situation.


A true story (Not Fake).


The highest point of interest or suspense.  Usually found at or near the end of a story.


The end of the conflict.  The problem is resolved.


The part of the story that introduces the conflict and how characters are affected by it.  Tension and suspense are built.


I made up story (Fake).


The time and place of a story.


The events that occur after the climax.  Loose ends are tied up and unanswered questions are dealt with.  


The problem or struggle the main character faces in the story.








One character struggles against the forces of nature


One character opposes another character


One character struggles with their own thoughts or conscience


One character struggles against their community to change society








The person who opposes the main character (bad guy)


The main character (good guy)


The emotional atmosphere the author intentionally creates
